I think it is quite difficult to work out where the burning will look good and unfortunately the Photoshop history doesn’t seem to go back that far so you are stuck sometimes with something that hasn’t completely worked. For both images I used the Hue/Saturation method to change to monochrome as I think it works well with burning.

Shooting Skills

I really like the composition in your landscape picture, you’ve managed to convey the open space and the dramatic weather all within a single frame, good work. The original exposure looks a little washed out in the sky, a good tip is to try a range of different exposures using your “+/-“ compensation controls. If you have five to choose from, each slightly darker or lighter then you can at least have the best starting point to your image editing. The guitar shot looks like a straight-on flash photo and as such has a flash hotspot where the light has bounced back off the wall. Either shoot at an angle to avoid this, or bounce your flash off a nearby wall/ ceiling if you have a detachable flashgun.

Image Editing Skills

Very good work on these two shots. You’ve improved a good shot to make it even better and corrected a ropey flash shot to make it presentable. The landscape shot has really become a different style of image as a result of your selection editing. Good to see that you have added a monotone tint to the overall shot, as this helps to ‘fuse’ the editing with your original image. I like the way you have burned in the corners of the guitar image, this really helps to change it from a snapshot into something more interesting, perhaps help to improve the sale on ebay!

Pointers for the next assignment
Keep an eye on the overall brightness of your images as recent submissions have looked a little on the dark side. Check your levels histogram if you’re not too sure about doing this visually and there’s some supporting pictures in the Using Levels step by step, found within the Learning the Concepts section.
